STEP 3:

Tighten the hardware at this time. Set the assembly
to the side for now. It is not needed until the top
shelf is assembled.

STEP 2:

Position the crossmember against the shelf upright and bolt together
using (3) 1/4-20 x 1-1/2" phillips panhead screws, (3) 1/4" flat
washers, and (3) 1/4-20 nylock nuts, as shown in Figure A. Do not
completely tighten hardware at this time.

STEP 6:

Insert chrome hang rod into the hole in the side

of the left shelf bracket. Secure with (1) #10-20

x 1/2" phillips panhead in the left shelf end bracket.

NOTE:

If you are adding an add on rack at this time, swap
the middle shelf end bracket from the add on rack
for the left or right shelf end bracket with the

base rack, depending on what side of the rack

you are adding to.

STEP 7:

Attach the right shelf end bracket to the assembly
in the same manner as the left side, making sure
the shelves are seated all the way before the
screws are tightened. Use (1) #10-24 x 1/2"
phillips panhead screw to secure the hangrod

on the right shelf end bracket also.

Shelf Assembly Insert U-Channel into top of uprights and push down. It may be necessary
to tap on the shelf assembly with a rubber mallet, (do not use a reqular
hammer as this will mar the finish on the assembly), to seat the shelf
assembly against the uprights.

Add On Kits

Double faced add on models can be added to the left or right side of the free standing unit. Single faced add on models must be
ordered left or right. Both come in various lengths. Depending on the total length of your unit a Splice Kit may be necessary for
assembly of the hangrod. (See Figure J.)

Step 9:

Swap the middle footing from the add on rack with the footing from the base rack. Do not repalce the hardware yet.

Step 10:

Assemble the footing from the base rack with the upright and crossmember for the add on rack but do not tighten hardware at this time.

Step 11:

Loosen all screws on the shelving on the side of your existing unit where you are going to attach your add on unit.

Step 12:

Install (3) #10-24 x 1/2" screws in all holes on the middle shelf end bracket for
each shelf used, leaving at least a 1/16" gap as shown in Detail D, and swap the
middle shelf end bracket with the one on the base rack.

Step 13:

Install hangrod through the middle shelf end bracket and seat in the shelf end
bracket. Then insert the u-channel from the shelf end bracket into the upright.
There should be enough play in the parts to insert the hangrod into the last
shelf end bracket. Install screws to hold hangrod in place.

Install shelving on the top of the add on rack and tighten screws at this time.
Tighten all other hardware at this time also.

Step 15:
Install (3) #10-24 x 1/2" phillips panhead screws in each footing for every

boot shelf being added to your rack leaving at least a 1/16" gap between
the head of the screw and the footing. Drop the boot shelf over the
heads of the screws and push downto seat the shelf. tighten the screws.
See Figure K and Detail L.

Step 16:

Lay rack assembly on it's back on the floor and insert the stem of the
caster into the hole on the plastic footing insert. Tap on the caster
with a plastic tip hammer to seat the caster in the plastic insert.
Repeat for all the remeining casters for the rack. See Figure M.
